Perkumpulan Petani Swadaya Bangka Lestari to the requirements of RSPO Independent Smallholder Standard, 
Indonesia National Interpretation for the Production of Sustainable Palm Oil 2020, endorsed by the RSPO Board 
of Governors on 14 February 2022 and RSPO Certification Systems for Principles & Criteria and RSPO 
Independent Smallholder Standard Endorsed by the RSPO Board of Governors on 12 November 2020. 
 
This assessment conducted for previous scope at Eligibility assessment of 208 smallholders (800 land plots) with 
1,269.58 Ha, and there is extension scope of additional smallholders, so the current scope are 357 smallholders with 
2,287.97 Ha area.  
 
The assessment was conducted in three methods: (1) document review, aiming to observe the sufficiency of types or 
substances from required documents; (2) interview, aiming to obtain more detailed information and cross check the 
information; and (3) field observation, aiming to observe directly the sufficiency of implementation on site. 
 
Some opportunities for improvement of the results MS-A delivered by the MUTU auditor to the management unit and the 
results are the subject will be verified at the next assessment phase (MS-B). 
 
Improvement of findings from main assessment findings were observed by auditors at this MS-A assessment. All 
information obtained was recorded in Check List of PT Mutuagung Lestari (MUTU) and part of MS-A.

20,000 per sack of fertilization with an average daily output of 7 sacks or IDR 140,000/day (within 7 working hours) which also is in 
accordance with the district minimum wage that has been set.

PRINCIPLE #4 PROTECT, CONSERVE AND ENHANCE ECOSYSTEMS-AND THE ENVIRONMENT 
4.1 
High Conservation Values (HCVs) on the smallholder plot or within the managed area and High Carbon Stock (HCS) forests 
identified after November 2019 using the simplified combined HCV-HCS approach are managed to ensure that they are 
maintained and/or enhanced. 
E 
All member smallholders have committed to protect HCVs and HCS forests through a precautionary practice approach. This is 
contained in the Statement Letter of RSPO Certification Commitment PSBL (Perkumpulan Petani Swadaya Bangka Lestari) which 
states that all members will "Protecting HCV and HCS through a precautionary practice approach". The group manager and all farmer 
members have also understood the basic concepts of HCV areas and HCS forest. This was proven from the results of interviews with 
all sample farmers who stated that they knew the types of animals that must be protected, prohibited from burning, hunting and fishing 
in ways that were not environmentally friendly (poisoning and electrocution) and the prohibition to apply chemicals. around a body of 
water with a limit of 20 meters. In addition, they have also realized the benefits of the existence of animals and plants around them, 
for example one farmer explained about the benefits of snakes, eagles and owls which are predators of rats, insect-eating birds which 
are pest controllers and others. 
 
The results of interviews with the 19 members revealed that their understanding and commitment to implementing the RSPO P&C for 
Independent Smallholders was quite good, especially related to protecting HCV and HCS through a precautionary practice approach. 
This is evidenced by the results of interviews with Group Managers who stated their willingness to protect HCV and HCS and 
socialized them to all existing members. This is in line with the results of interviews with members who stated that they had a general 
understanding of HCV/HCS and were committed to protecting them, where the member mentioned that one example is protecting 
river border areas if there is a plantation area around the river or the presence of tomb and Teu Pek Kong (small house of worship). 
In addition, there is also Policy 3 on HCV and HCS made by the PSBL, in which there are 3 main points, namely: 
 Areas included in HCV or HCS will be identified based on mapping, interviews and secondary data as conservation areas and 

preserved by the PSBL. 
 Members of the PSBL are not allowed to clear land in areas identified as having HCV. 
 Members of the PSBL are not allowed to clear land in areas with high forest density or HCS. 
 
The above policy has been socialized to all members on 4 April 2021 – 31 January 2022. In addition, an HCV assessment has been 
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carried out in the PSBL area located in several villages. The scope for the HCV assessment is to cover all areas of member land that 
has been planted with oil palm and has never been certified (existing uncertified plantations). The HCV areas identified as being 
included in HCV 6 or areas that have socio-cultural functions are Teu Pek Kong, tombs and also the historical site of Benteng Kuto 
Panji. The HCV locations are within the PSBL area except for the Benteng Kuto Panji site. Benteng Kuto Panji itself has an area of 
about 6.79 ha. The total area of Teu Pek Kong as well as the tomb is about 0.03996 ha. Based on the explanation above, it can be 
concluded that PSBL has a statement of commitment to participate in RSPO certification, one of which is to protect HCV and HCS 
through a precautionary practice approach.

The association can show evidence that all group members have attended training on protecting flora and fauna as well as 
conservation areas, be it watercourses, peatlands or areas with high erosion potential, as evidenced in the document evidence of 
minutes of HCV and HCS outreach held on 4 April 2021 – 31 January 2022 and Good Agricultural Practices which was carried out on 
4 October 2021 – 31 July 2022 which was attended by all old and new members with a total of 357 participants. The training also 
explained the prohibition on the application of chemicals around river border areas and water bodies, as well as destroying forest 
areas. The training is provided by a team of supervisors from PT GPL who are trainers who are competent in their fields. The results 
of interviews with all sample farmers also proved that they had a good understanding and could demonstrate understanding of HCV 
and HCS forests, human-wildlife conflict and RTE. They can also explain the benefits of the existence of animals and plants around 
them, for example one farmer explained about the benefits of snakes, eagles and owls which are predators of rats, insect-eating birds 
which are pest controllers and others.

(NCLC) is 1,269.25 Ha and Final Conservation Liability (FCL) is 0.00 ha. Regarding the remediation area, the remediation area was 
identified as a plot located in a riparian zone covering an area of 2.90 Ha and an oil palm plantation on peatland covering an area of 
0.90 Ha. So that the total area that needs to be remedied is around 3.80 Ha in independent smallholders. Meanwhile, for the second 
stage, PSBL has conducted a LUCA analysis through the Feasibility Study process which was sent to RSPO on 10 June 2022 and 
obtained the final LUCA analysis result document on 4 August 2022. The scope of the study or Total Raw Non-Compliant Land 
Clearing (NCLC) is 1,018.73 ha and the Final Conservation Liability (FCL) is 0.00 ha.

Following up on OFI on the Eligibility audit which explained that Based on the results of the overlay with the Member Distribution Map 
and the “2021 PIPPIB Map with a scale of 1:225,000 (Decree of the Minister of Environment and Forestry Number SK.666/MENLHK-
PKTL/IPSDH/PLA.1/ 2/2021 dated 15 February 2021) there are indications that there are 2 (two) member plots in peat areas (Member 
Plot ID P00137 covering an area of 2.00 Ha and Plot ID P00134 covering an area of 0.99 Ha). The PSBL party has conducted 
verification on January 8 2021, carried out a ground check to ensure related to indications of the existence of peat areas in Members 
of Plot ID P00137 and Plot ID P00134. From the results of the ground check, it was found that the two plots were not sandy mineral 
soils (not peat areas). This is evidenced by the results of ground checks which show characteristics such as the absence of slanted 
palm trees, hard and sandy soil texture. However, during the field inspection, no soil texture checks were carried out to ensure the 
presence of organic matter according to the peat soil classification stipulated by the RSPO. 
 
At the MS-A stage, the PSBL again showed the Minutes of Checking the Peat Area which was carried out on December 12, 2022. 
Based on the evidence shown by the dredging activities of the soil and the results of soil sample analysis, it shows that the location 
is not peat soil but a sandy mineral area. Based on this, the PSBL has made improvements based on OFI from the results of the 
previous audit.

As explained in the replanting program, PSBL (Perkumpulan Petani Swadaya Bangka Lestari) does not have plans for replanting or 
area expansion in the near future, replanting is planned for 2028 so that new land preparation does not apply. Meanwhile, based on 
the results of interviews with the Plantation Service and the Village Representative, it is known that until now there has never been a 
fire in the plantation area.

The association has completed training on the management of the river basin buffer zone contained in the HCV area training provided 
by a companion team from PT GPL with trainers who are competent in their fields with evidence of socialization regarding the 
prohibition of chemical application and river riparian management listed in the minutes of the results HCV and HCS socialization 
activities which were carried out on 4 April 2021 – 31 January 2022 and Good Agricultural Practices which were carried out on 4 
October 2021 – 31 July 2022 which were attended by all old and new members with a total of 357 participants. 
 
Some of the planned activities are marking area boundaries, prevention and control of land fire hazards, area protection and flora and 
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fauna species. Types of derivative activities that will be carried out include making signboards prohibiting land clearing by burning, 
installing signboards prohibiting spraying in total, signboards prohibiting hunting. The results of the interviews also showed that the 
farmers had knowledge of the management of the riparian buffer zone including an action plan to maintain and/or enhance the riparian 
buffer zone such as by not applying chemicals such as fertilizers and pesticides, or not replanting in the riparian area.
